Councilmember Place 3, Place 4 Place 5 are elected in a general elecƟon in May during even 
calendar years. Candidates serve a two-year term on the Alamo Heights City Council. ElecƟon 
day is Saturday, May 2, 2026.  

 The candidate filing period is Wednesday, January 14, 2026 through Friday, February 13, 2026. 
ApplicaƟons must be submiƩed to the City Secretary no later than 5:00 p.m. on Friday, February 
13th along with a $100 filing fee. Candidate packets are available at City Hall, 6116 Broadway, 
San Antonio, TX 78209 on Friday, January 5, 2025 by appointment and currently on the City’s 
website.  

Candidate QualificaƟons for City Council 
· Must be United States ciƟzen. 
· Must be a qualified voter on the date of elecƟon. 
· Have resided in the City for a year preceding the elecƟon.  
· Has not been determined mentally incompetent by a final judgment of a court. 
· Has not been finally convicted of a felony from which the candidate has not been pardoned 

or otherwise. 
· Must saƟsfy any other eligibility requirements prescribed by law.
